1. Disposal – care must be taken to dispose of material properly
2. Biological- organisms that may be harmful to skin or body be sure to wear gloves or goggles. Wash hands after lab.
3. Extreme temperature- use tongs or hand protections, never reach over an open flame, and point test tube away from a person.
4. Sharp Objects – A danger of cuts of punctures may be caused by sharp objects such as scissors, scalpels, or forceps. Always direct sharp objects away from you.
5. Fume safety- smell by wafting with hand 
6. Electrical safety- avoid contact with water and exposed wires on electrical equipment.
7. Irritants –wear dust mask, gloves, goggles, to protect against substances that affect skin or breathing
8. Chemical –Beware not to spill or mix chemicals
9. Toxic – poisonous
10. Flammable make  sure there are no flames or sparks around flammable materials
11. Open flame –tie back hair, secure loose clothing or jewelry
12. Eye safety wear goggles if any danger to eyes
13. Clothing- wear lab aprons or old clothing to protect clothing 
14. Animal safety- treat animals with care 
15. Hand washing be sure to wash hands with soap or sanitizer after all lab activities.
